They
graduated from our Bible programs
and now mentor those who are
currently in the same situations they
once experienced. This process of
mentoring future disciples has been a
core practice here at the Mission ever
since we opened in the late 1800s.
The ability of our staff to relate to
and understand the life experiences
of the homeless is not only essential,
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it also allows them to serve with the
compassion of Christ and minister
with the transforming message of the
Gospel, thereby nurturing their own
discipleship. Because of your faithful
support, when a person reaches out
for help or goes through our Bible
Program, they have the comfort of
knowing they are not alone.
